Lewelling Vineyards is a historic Napa Valley estate established in 1864 near the western foothills of

St. Helena by pioneer winegrower John Lewelling. Today his great-great grandson’s farm sits on the

original estate, making it one of the oldest continuously-owned family vineyards in the Napa Valley.
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
