VINTAGE

RAINFALL: 82 inches. Low-Normal.
BLOOM: October 2020

WEATHER: Medium-intensity late frost in the Spring, which led to diverse
consequences. The average temperature in October was similar to the
previous year and the minimum temperature was lower. These factors
could explain the inflorescence damage and the decrease in production.
November and December were dry with lower temperatures than the
previous year, resulting in well-developed and growing vineyards. There
were 3 warm weeks in summer, but then the temperatures dropped,
resulting in lower averages for each month, a phenomenon that explains
the slow maturity of the grapes, the acidity preservation, and freshness.
In February and part of March, there were heavy rains and the weather
continued to be cool and dry.

It
has an enhanced thermal amplitude that leads to exceptionally concentrated
wines. Altamira is one of the best terroirs in Mendozs, located on the East side
of the highest area of Tunuyan river, which has very unique calcareous soils that
provide exceptional wines.
